The
floor then creates a natural fall towards the waste, eliminating the need for
the installer to create the drainage slope with adhesive.

It is available in two sizing options: 1,000 by 1,000mm and 1,350 by
850mm, with new sizes to be introduced later in the year. It can be
trimmed to size on site so the outlet avoids joists if necessary and the off-
centre waste is also designed to ease installation.
